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Accident Policy

Stanstead Mill works towards maintaining a risk free environment for everyone that may enter the nursery.  However, in the event of an accident it is important that the correct procedure is followed.

Any person who has an accident whilst in the nursery premises will be treated with the correct medical attention that they need.  All accidents will be recorded on an accident form and a member of management will be informed.  A copy of this will be provided for the person who has had the accident and a copy will be kept for nursery purposes.  Parents/carers will be asked to sign the nursery copy to agree that they are in receipt of a copy of the accident form.  This information will be stored adhering to The Data Protection Act (1998) and our Confidentiality Policy.  The accident form will provide a reference name for people to contact if they have any further questions regarding that specific incident.

The nursery works towards ensuring that all staff hold a relevant first aid qualification and the appointed people for the setting is Mrs S Ward.  A full first aid kit can be located in the kitchen and office.  
Any first aid items that are required to be stored in the fridge or are used specifically for accidents relating to the preparation and cooking of food can be located in the kitchen.  
We also have a medications box in the staff room/office area.  
All parents/carers are required to sign for the permission of staff to administer first aid or seek medical attention for their child.  This includes taking the child to hospital if required.  This permission is signed for once on the contract of care agreement and secondly on the child’s Registration form.  Any medication or first aid equipment that a child may not receive by the nursery or the medical profession must be recorded and updated on a regular basis on the child’s medical form that the nursery holds.

Any child that is admitted to hospital following an accident whilst in the nursery's care will be reported to Ofsted.  

Accidents that involve one of the following will be reported under the ‘Reporting of Injuries, Disease and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations 1995  (RIDDOR).  If deemed necessary when referencing ‘RIDDOR explained’.  This guidance can be located in the Accident and medication form folder.
