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Lost Children Policy
Every care is taken to ensure our children are accounted for at all times.  However, in the unlikely event that it is suspected that a child has gone missing an immediate role call will be taken by the Nursery Manager/Deputy Manager.  If it is discovered that a child us unaccounted for then a full search of the Nursery accommodation and its immediate surrounds it to take place.  On no account are the other children to be left unsupervised at any time.

If after a thorough search it proves unsuccessful in establishing the whereabouts of the child, the emergency services and the parent/guardian are to be contacted.

On the arrival of the emergency services the Nursery Manager/Deputy Manager is responsible for appraising them all of the information in respect to the missing child and what action has been taken.  The Nursery will then take the appropriate action as advised by the emergency services.  The parent/guardian will be kept informed at all times until they arrive.
